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Mr Shestovsky heads up the Procurement Management Branch within the NSW Department of Public Works and Services (DPWS) in Australia.  DPWS has responsibility for the procurement of goods and services, including capital works, for the NSW Public Service.  Capital works expenditure is in the order of AUS $1.5 billion per annum, while other goods and services annual expenditure averages AUS $2.5 billion.





Mr Shestovsky's responsibilities include the development of tendering procedures, contract and contractor management processes and procedures and innovative procurement strategies for DPWS and NSW Government.





In the context of innovative procurement, Mr Shestovsky was heavily involved in developing the so called "Co-operative Contracting" approach to capital works procurement, which the Department of Public Works and Services has refined over the past 2 years.





He was also closely linked to that Department's successful adoption of partnering on capital works projects in 1993, which is a key element of the co-operative contracting process.





Mr Shestovsky has represented the NSW Government on the Standards Australia drafting Committee responsible for developing Australian Standard construction contracts, and frequently contributes to the development of government wide policies relating to procurement including the NSW Government Code of Tendering and Code of Practice for the Construction Industry.
