This year, we launched the Telescopic Scaffold Tower Sponsorship Scheme

This scaffold tower can be adjusted to a suitable height

Workers need less than five minutes to complete the setup

Suitable for work two to three feet above ground

Small and medium enterprises can purchase a telescopic scaffold tower that costs ten
thousand dollars

for less than two thousand dollars

Also, through the sponsorship scheme

you can buy an improved I-shaped truss-out metal brackets

Made of good materials and have obtained certification from the Hong Kong Safety Institute
Using it to build a suspended bamboo scaffold is very reassuring

We have also increased support for SMEs conducting confined space work

with sponsorship for purchasing alarm tools and gas detection equipment

Those are interested

can visit the booth to learn more from my colleagues

Besides safety, we also care about workers’ health

Together with the Labour Department, we launched the “Heart Caring Campaign”

targeting employers and frontline staff in construction and management industries

to help them recognize the risks of cardiovascular and cerebrovascular diseases early
